A BRIEF HISTORY OF THE EDWARD TULL-WARNOCK (ETW) SCHOLARSHIP
This marks the first year of the scholarship. It has been founded by Tanaka (Tj) Kadiyo, final year dental student at Barts and the London. The name of the scholarship pays respect to Edward Tull-Warnock, who is widely recognised as one of Britain's first Black professional dentists, qualifying in 1912. This scholarship has been kindly supported and sponsored by Colgate, who after conversation were impressed with the ideas, thoughts, and potential of this initiative. The ETW Scholarship aims to financially support two dental students in their studies (£500 each), but more importantly to act as a beacon to showcase talented future dental care professionals from a Black ethnic background. With hopes to publicise the progress and aptitude of these students, we hope to inspire younger students from this under-represented ethnic group to pursue and excel in the dental field.
Eligibility

The Edward Tull-Warnock Scholarship is available to dental students who fulfil the following criteria:

· Students that are currently studying the BDS (Bachelor of Dental Surgery) or BSc Oral Health programmes at Barts and the London.
· Second-generation African or Caribbean ethnic background (at least one of their parents was born in /holds passport/ birth certificate from an African or Caribbean country)
Selection Process

· A Selection Panel will consider all applications submitted for the scholarship. 

· Selection will be made primarily based on the applicant’s personal statement; however financial need will also be considered. By applying to this scholarship, you are consenting for the Financial Office to share information on financial need with the selection panel. Please rest assured all information shared will remain confidential
Please note: Your application will not be considered if you do not answer all the appropriate sections and attach copies of all relevant documents – including evidence of the total amount of government student loans obtained to date and 3 months of your most recent bank statements from all bank and saving accounts held solely or jointly in your name.
