Dear friend

I rejoice exceedingly in the near prospect of seeing you and M"™ Lindsey here. I
have no greater satisfaction in this life than in my interviews with you.

My wife will not chuse to spend more than a week at
Matlock, and so that she will be here the day before you arrive. That week will also suit
