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* What is the relationship between grammatical and lexical gender, and
the construction of social gender?

* Do gendered terms generate inferences about the social gender order
and mediate speakers’ thinking of the social world?

* Can we explore conceptualizations of gender at the level of discourse?

* What is the cognitive effect of the generic use of the masculine
gender? What are the cognitive mechanisms underlying gender
inequality?
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- Is there semantic motivation for gender assignment across gender
systems and how is gender expressed in various languages?

- Does this semantic motivation relate with speakers’ sociocultural
practices?

- What happens in languages with no gender systems? How is the
cultural category of gender communicated in these languages?
