The Stratalinker utilises UV light to crosslink DNA or RNA to nylon or nitrocellulose membranes as part of northern or Southern blotting.

The instructions for the machine (stored by the machine) must be read before using and followed at all times.

Wear UV protective safety glasses.

The UV irradiation will stop if the door is opened and this safety mechanism must not be tampered with.

However, for extra safety, do not open door while in use and never operate the Stratalinker with the door open. Never look at the UV bulbs.

Make sure the instrument is kept clean and that the door seals are not damaged/dirty before each use.

Do not touch/interfere with the sensor at the back of the unit chamber.
