Section 1 – Description of Hazardous Material and Procedures including controls to be used
Virkon is classed as an irritant. Irritating to the skin and risk of serious damage to eyes. Gloves, lab coat and safety specs.
YOU ARE STRONGLY ADVISED TO USE DISTEL RATHER THAN VIRKON
If you do use Virkon then tablets must be used – NOT Powder.
Virkon is used as a disinfectant for surfaces and for solutions. The manufacturer has validated Virkon and it should be used at a working concentration of 1%.

Solution made up using tablets only (2 tablets in 500ml water = 2%).

A 2% solution is made up which can be added in equal volume to solutions to be disinfected to give a 1% solution, 20 minute incubation required. The 2% solution should be diluted to 1% for use as surface disinfectant.

Virkon solution should be made up weekly and should not be used if no longer pink.

Keep caps on bottles loose, to prevent build up of fumes (chlorine).
If used on metal surfaces – clean off with water – otherwise metal will corrode.
